Lesia (Ghjuvanna Benedetti) is desperate for a
normal teenage life. However, amidst the island's gang politics,
she’s not just the daughter of notorious mafioso - she’s a potential
target.

Shot on
location in the countryside of the director's childhood, and with her
entire family contributing to the soundtrack and set design, HOLY
COW is a beautiful ode to neorealist classics like Bicycle Thieves
made fresh for modern audiences.

Much more than an insight into rural life, this No.1 film at the French

box office pays tribute to community, resilience, love, and cheese
curds in pastoral France.

Sandra (Valeria Bruni Tedeschi, Anais in Love, AF FFF22), a feminist
librarian, is not interested in children. In addition to this
ambivalence, she has vowed never to become a mother. When her
neighbour Alex (Pio Marmai, The Three Musketeers - Part | & Il,
AF FFF24) asks Sandra to watch his six-year-old son Elliot (César
Botti) while his pregnant wife, Cécile, gives birth, Sandra sees it as
just a one-off — until Cécile tragically dies after labour.

Caught between grief and a desire for connection, Sandra, Alex,
and Elliot’s lives become entangled in unforeseen ways, creating
bonds and challenges as they wrestle with evolving definitions of
love.
