COW is a beautiful ode to neorealist classics like Bicycle Thieves
made fresh for modern audiences.

Much more than an insight into rural life, this No.1 film at the French

Botti) while his pregnant wife, Cécile, gives birth, Sandra sees it as
just a one-off — until Cécile tragically dies after labour.

Caught between grief and a desire for connection, Sandra, Alex,
and Elliot’s lives become entangled in unforeseen ways, creating
bonds and challenges as they wrestle with evolving definitions of
love.
